amount of local artists being used in art projects. The Arts Commission
explains that if an artist is registered as a Local Business Enterprise
(LBE) it increases their chances of winning the contract, but just being
local is not enough to improve odds of winning a contract

¢ Phase one of the Southeast campus will spend $5 million in art
projects.

e The Arts commission explains that the art is usually only based
specifically where the construction takes place because to align with
the existing construction and the need to secure project permits,
approval from planning commission.

e The Subcommittee discusses how much community has been involved
in this process. Staff Randall explains that the SFPUC is in the early
phases of developing a strategy to increase engagement with this
process and is receptive to suggestions.

e Staff Randall offers to bring more information on how the exact amount
of money that each project must invest in art is determined.
