Lobbyist Registration and Reporting Requirements: Individuals and entities that influence or attempt to influence local 
legislative or administrative action may be required by the San Francisco Lobbyist Ordinance [SF Campaign & Governmental 
Conduct Code §2.100] to register and report lobbying activity. For more information about the Lobbyist Ordinance, please 
contact the San Francisco Ethics Commission at 25 Van Ness Avenue, Suite 220, San Francisco, CA 94102; telephone (415) 
252-3100; fax (415) 252-3112; web site at www.sfgov.org/ethics. 
 
CEQA Appeal Rights under Chapter 31 of the San Francisco Administrative Code: If the Commission’s action on a 
project constitutes the Approval Action for that project (as defined in S.F. Administrative Code Chapter 31, as amended, Board 
of Supervisors Ordinance Number 161-13), then the CEQA determination prepared in support of that Approval Action is 
thereafter subject to appeal within the time frame specified in S.F. Administrative Code Section 31.16.  Typically, an appeal 
must be filed within 30 calendar days of the Approval Action for a project that has received an exemption or negative 
declaration pursuant to CEQA.  For information on filing an appeal under Chapter 31, contact the Clerk of the Board of 
Supervisors at City Hall, 1 Dr. Carlton B. Goodlett Place, Room 244, San Francisco, CA 94102, or call (415) 554-5184.  If the 
Planning Department’s Environmental Review Officer has deemed a project to be exempt from further environmental review, 
an exemption determination has been prepared and can be obtained on-line at http://www.sf-
planning.org/index.aspx?page=3447.Under CEQA, in a later court challenge, a litigant may be limited to raising only those 
issues previously raised at a hearing on the project or in written correspondence delivered to the Board of Supervisors, 
Planning Commission, Planning Department or San Francisco Public Utilities Commission at, or prior to, such hearing, or as 
part of the appeal hearing process on the CEQA decision.

1, 2020 and ending September 30, 2021, to allow for continued hydrologic monitoring 
and stream gauge maintenance in the Alameda and Peninsula Watersheds.  
           (Ritchie) 
 

20. Authorize the General Manager to execute a Memorandum of Agreement with 
Silicon Valley Clean Water, the Bay Area Water Supply & Conservation Agency, the 
California Water Service Company, the City of Redwood City, and the City of San 
Mateo to carry out the Potable Reuse Exploratory Plan Phase 3 Feasibility Study, with 
a duration of 25 months and in an amount not to exceed $160,661. (Ritchie) 
 

21. Approve the re-allocation of $20,000,000 in existing appropriations in the FY 2020-21 
Power Enterprise Capital Plan from the SFO Substation Project, Streetlight 
Replacement Project and Intervening Facilities Project to the Bay Corridor 
Transmission/Distribution Project; and authorize the General Manager to seek Mayor 
and Board of Supervisors approval of a Supplemental Appropriation for the de-
appropriation and re-appropriation of $8,000,000 from the Streetlight Replacement 
Project to the BCTD Project.       (Hale)
