CEQA Appeal Rights under Chapter 31 of the San Francisco Administrative Code: If the
Commission’s action on a project constitutes the Approval Action for that project (as defined in
S.F. Administrative Code Chapter 31, as amended, Board of Supervisors Ordinance Number
161-13), then the CEQA determination prepared in support of that Approval Action is thereafter
subject to appeal within the time frame specified in S.F. Administrative Code Section 31.16.
Typically, an appeal must be filed within 30 calendar days of the Approval Action for a project
that has received an exemption or negative declaration pursuant to CEQA. For information on
filing an appeal under Chapter 31, contact the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors at City Hall, 1
Dr. Carlton B. Goodlett Place, Room 244, San Francisco, CA 94102, or call (415) 554-5184. If
the Planning Department’s Environmental Review Officer has deemed a project to be exempt
from further environmental review, an exemption determination has been prepared and can be
obtained on-line at http://www.sf-planning.org/index.aspx?page=3447.Under CEQA, in a later
court challenge, a litigant may be limited to raising only those issues previously raised at a
hearing on the project or in written correspondence delivered to the Board of Supervisors,
Planning Commission, Planning Department or San Francisco Public Utilities Commission at,
or prior to, such hearing, or as part of the appeal hearing process on the CEQA decision.

portion of SFPUC Parcel No. 57 and also designated as portions of Assessor Parcel
Nos. 507-761-2-4 and 507-761-2-5, located in an unincorporated area of Alameda
County owned by the City and County of San Francisco, under the jurisdiction of the
San Francisco Public Utilities Commission; recommend to the Board of Supervisors
the approval of the Agreement for Sale of Real Estate and Temporary Construction
Easements with the State of California Department of Transportation for the sale and
purchase of approximately 21,651 square feet of unimproved land in fee and
approximately 33,758 square feet of temporary construction easement interests in
SFPUC Parcel No. 57 for a total purchase price of $24,528; authorize the City’s
Director of Real Property and/or the SFPUC General Manager to execute deeds
conveying fee and easement interests in the Property to Caltrans; and authorize the

General Manager to execute the Agreement upon approval from the Board of
Supervisors and Mayor. (Flynn)

Determine that, subject to environmental review and necessary governmental
approvals, limited shoreline fishing by the public can occur without affecting the
purity and safety for drinking and domestic purposes of the water collected in
Calaveras Reservoir; and authorize the General Manager to (a) develop the terms and
conditions of a proposed fishing program at Calaveras Reservoir; (b) obtain the City
Planning Department’s review of that program under the California Environmental
Quality Act; (c) request an amendment to the drinking water permit from the State’s
Office of Drinking Water; and (d) present to this Commission proposed amendments to
the 2000 Alameda Watershed Management Plan to allow limited public shoreline
fishing.
