e The SFPUC requires proof of maintenance each year to continue qualifying for the stormwater
credit. This may include scheduled visits.

It is
the responsibility of the homeowner to determine whether a tax

TIMELINE: From initial interest to installation, the goal is to
. complete your project within one year, however the timeline will
depend on factors such as the time needed to secure an
acceptable bid, permitting, material availability, contractor

capacity, and weather.

1. Inspection: After construction, the SFPUC will inspect your green infrastructure features and will
issue a Project Completion Notification

1. 50% funds: Greenprint will send you the remaining funds to finish paying your contractor.

1. Maintenance: You will receive training and a Green Infrastructure Maintenance Guide Book to
help keep your green infrastructure in good condition.

Upon completion you will qualify for a stormwater credit on your sewer bill!
